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Carl Lee McGill

Carl Lee-McGill is a native of New Haven, Connecticut, but a long-time Los Angeles area resident of African American and Jamaican-Chinese heritage, with a long history of African American, Caribbean, Cuban and Brazilian cultural involvement. He is a frequent visitor to Brazil and has a long-time consulting relationship with the Los Angeles Brazilian Film Festival and the Brazil Foundation of New York. On his recent trip to Brazil, he held a free seminar on Website Marketing for small business owners in Rio de Janeiro, in February 2010. As a result, the Black Chamber of Commerce of Los Angeles County donated a free website to one new Brazilian owner (www.conciergeirene.com).

 

In the Los Angeles area, Carl is a well-known and long-time community activist, businessman and educator. In 1988 he was recognized in the national media, such as News Week magazine as “California’s Future Crime-solver” and ABC World News “Person of the Week” with appearances on the Oprah Winfrey and Geraldo television shows, for his programs to resolve Southern California street-gang violence. At the time he was a Los Angeles Police Officer who donated his off-duty time, and founded the Southern California Gang Awareness Program. 

 

In 1992, soon after the Rodney King beating and the Los Angeles riots, Carl was recognized as a Los Angeles Police Department reform leader. To bond the Los Angeles Police Department with the communities patrolled by the LAPD, he formed the African American Peace Officers Association which became the only police officer group to be honored for police reform in the United States, after the Los Angeles City Council presented his organization with a city council “police reform” resolution. He served in the Los Angeles Police Department from 1985 – 2001.

 

As a small business owner and consultant, Carl formed the Black Chamber of Commerce of Los Angeles County (www.blackchaberlac.org) in 1987, to promote small business development in the African American community. In 1995, then California Governor Pete Wilson appointed him to the California State Employment Development Department, Small Business Advisory Committee with a collective of other small business association leaders, to help California government to be business friendly. As his influence grew, he founded the online publication the Chamber of Commerce Journal, Inc. (www.ccjournal.net) in 2002, the Chamber of Commerce of Los Angeles County in 2005 (www.cclacounty.org), and an e-commerce business consulting website at www.LADBA.com. 

 

Carl holds a Bachelors degree of arts in Interdisciplinary Studies and Masters degree in Behavioral Science: Negotiation and Conflict Management, both from California State University Dominguez Hills. As an educator, he is an adjunct professor at the University of Phoenix Southern California campus in the subjects of contemporary issues in criminal justice, policing theory and practice, introduction to policing, criminal organizations, ethics in criminal justice, management: theory, practice and application, organizational behavior, corporate culture and organizational climate, and organizational negotiations.
